If you don’t have a dressage book 
the tests can be downloaded from the PCAV website. www.ponyclubvic.org.au . 

Theory this month will also incorporate getting ready for competitions such as plaiting, washing, 
presenting to gear check, rules of the competition etc.   

Cross country will also be used on Sunday so it will be quite a busy day and we will need lots of 
hands on deck Sunday morning. There are dressage rings to be set up, a S/J ring and the grass 
area to be bunted off for the x-country course.  Also throughout the day we will be finishing off 
what was started last month with painting of showjumping poles and getting all equipment ready 
for the following weekend.  All helpers are welcome and would be appreciated.
